











Compatible Companions?

t is amazing how people say,

“T'll give Great Aunt Matilda a

dog and she wont be lonely

any more,” without thinking it

through. First of all, animals

should never be given as gifts any more

than you would give children as a present!

Great Aunt Matilda may be thinking,

“Now I can travel to anywhere I want,

whenever I want and not have to worry
about family or pets.”

Even if it is a senior citizen who

wants a pet, is that person physically,

emotionally, and financially capable of
caring for an animal?

Do they have TIME for housetrain-
ing, grooming, exercise, dog obedience
training, visits to the vets, extra housework
such as muddy paws, litter, shedding fur
and cleaning up after “accidents?”

Do they have enough MONEY
for the initial adoption, spay/neuter
operation, veterinary care including
possible emergencies, food, toys, treats,
bedding, crates, dog house, grooming
supplies, dog obedience classes, pet sitters
or kennels?

Do they have the STRENGTH for
exercising/long walks, playing, clipping
nails, grooming, lifting pet into a tub
for bathing, lifting the (possibly ill)
pet into a car including the weight of
the carrier?

Do they have
an ADEQUATE
LIVING
SITUATION
for the pet
such as land-
lord/condo
approval, the
approval of
house mates
(they may
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have allergies or dislike the noise or
smell of a pet), a backyard or park?
What if they have to move? Will they
be able to take a pet? Many “assisted
living” places will not allow pets. Does
the person have room for bedding, litter
pans, eating area, crates/carriers — in
short, STORAGE.

There are OTHER SITUATIONS
that need to be looked into as well:
Does the energy level of the senior
citizen match that of the pet, is the
person new to having a pet, and how
precious are their furniture, accessories,
and carpets to them? Cats can leap on
furniture and like to push around
knick-knacks and dogs with long tails
can wipe a coffee table clean. Can the
person administer medication? Even
some of the nicest of pets may have an
aversion toward having a pill popped in
its mouth.

What about the NEIGHBORS?
Will they accept the occasional barking,
whining, digging, or chasing of birds?
What are the apartment or association
rules pertaining to pets?

Can the Senior Citizen make a life
long COMMITMENT to the pet?

Difficult Questions

These are the most difficult questions
to answer:
1. How long will the elderly person
live? They may not outlive the pet.
What then?

2. Does the elderly
person have any condition
that may worsen in the
future, which may make
it difficult for them to
care for the pet? What if

the person has to go
into the hospital or
needs rehabilitation,
which prevents

care of the pet.

What then?

Pet Time-Share

This has been done with horses for
ages. People would share the use of and
care for a horse. The same can be done
with a pet. Does the neighbor work
long hours and need a person to walk
the dog at lunchtime? Maybe the senior
citizen can take care of their pet while
they are on vacation? If this sounds
interesting, get to know the pet (and let
the pet get to know him or her), so that
when the time comes both will enjoy
each others company.

Deciding What Kind of Pet Is Best

Consult local animal experts such as
the various Humane Societies, SPCAs,
veterinarians, and reputable breeders
and trainers. Research the different
species: fish, dogs, cats, rabbits, Guinea
pigs, hamsters, gerbils, mice, rats, and
short lived birds (some parrots can live
to be 100!).

A spayed or neutered pet is much
less likely to roam, ruin furniture, or be
aggressive. Also consider age: Animals
that are housetrained and past the
chewing stage are preferable to puppies.
Consider the importance of size: A
small dog may get underfoot and
accidentally trip the person, or a large
dog could push over the person. Does
the senior citizen have osteoporosis,
poor balance, or bruise easily?

Happy Ending

If all of the above points have been
taken into consideration, a pet can
offer an elderly person many hours of
pleasure and satisfaction, companion-
ship; unwavering and unconditional
acceptance and affection; an opportunity
to play, exercise, and fun; a feeling of
security; and perhaps even a chance to
meet and socialize with other pet owners.

new company called PetGuardian
A estimates that 500,000 pets
are euthanized at shelters and
veterinary offices each year because their
owners have died.
The following information will
help you plan for temporary and
long-term care of your pet.

Plan Ahead for Emergencies
and Temporary Pet Care

In your wallet place a card that
states how many pets you own and who
to contact. The contacts should be at
least two responsible friends or relatives.
These people should agree to be tempo-
rary caregivers for your pet. On the
door of your house list what pets you
have in your home such as 2 cats or 1 dog.

A lawyer can help you design the
right type of trust, which can provide
for your pet immediately should you
become ill or incapacitated. You can
determine when your trust becomes
effective.

Choosing a Permanent Caregiver

Will your pets go to one person or
be divided among different people? Just
in case the first choice is unable to care
for your pet, name alternate caregivers.
Make sure you trust these people with
the care of your pet.

Temporarily Housing Your Pet
at an Agency

Consider an agency where you can
board your pet temporarily until it can
be transferred to the pet’s designated
caregiver. Be wary of “pet retirement
homes” or “sanctuaries,” since the last
thing you want for your pet is long-term
confinement where there is little or no
stimulation. Before you commit to an
agency, GO THERE and check the
place out. (Humane Societies and
SPCAs usually do not have the space or
funds for boarding.)

Owner Requested Pet Euthanasia

The will may be contested if the pet
is healthy or too young or if there are
other humane alternatives.

Obtaining Legal Aid — Long-Term
or Permanent Pet Care

An attorney can help you draw up a
special will, trust, or other document
that will define how to care for your pet,
the money designated for the care and
who will have ownership of your pet.
These legal documents protect your
interests and those of your pet. Whether
you die or become incapacitated,
defined arrangements will ensure your
pet will be cared for humanely for the

rest of its life. There are limitations
though. Remember that after your
death, it may take time for legal docu-
ments to be probated and formally
recognized. Sometimes there are unex-
pected delays, or disputes before settle-
ment. Therefore, your plans for your pet’s
temporary housing are very important.

Powers of Attorney

When you authorize someone to
have Powers of Attorney they will
handle your affairs while you are alive.
You can be an asset to this person by
listing provisions for your pet such as
care instructions, money, and, if need
be, the placement of your pet with your
chosen permanent caregiver.
